Long ago God spoke to our ancestors in many and various ways by the prophets, ?but in these
last days he has spoken to us by a Son, whom he appointed heir of all things, through whom he
also created the worlds. *He is the reflection of God’s glory and the exact imprint of God’s
very being, and he sustains all things by his powerful word. When he had made purification for
sins, he sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high, “having become as much superior to
angels as the name he has inherited is more excellent than theirs. *>Now God did not subject
the coming world, about which we are speaking, to angels. °But someone has testified
somewhere, “What are human beings that you are mindful of them, or mortals, that you care
for them? "You have made them for a little while lower than the angels; you have crowned
them with glory and honor, ®subjecting all things under their feet.”Now in subjecting all things
to them, God left nothing outside their control. As it is, we do not yet see everything in

No insurance plan
claims can be processed other than Medicare Part B or Medicare Replacement Plan.

Because so many participants are confused by the Medicare Replacement Cards versus Medicare Card, our
Central Business office has requested that we make a copy of all available medical cards so that the
appropriated charges can be made and third party payer identified at all locations possible. A picture ID
will also be requested and copied.
