I
hear stories of people through their artwork. Art is an im-
portant aspect of my life, and I have inherited the love of art
from my father.

What has shaped who you are today? What did you inherit
from your parents, grandparents, aunts, uncles, or great grand-
parents? What would you like to pass on to your children as
your legacy? What is your legacy as children of God?



I have been reading the histories of Good Shepherd, Im-
manuel, and Amity. The stories of our past are unique.
Some stories are funny, and some stories are heartbreak-
ing. There are lessons to learn, and there are stories to
tell. Good Shepherd has been sharing the love of God in
Lena for 160 years. We are generous and compassionate
people of God who love and care for each other. I won-
der what we, as people who were saved by the grace of
God, would like to pass on to future generations.

When Jesus was heading to the cross, he gave a new
commandment to his disciples as his legacy. Jesus com-
manded them to love one another because through their
acts of love, he declared that “everyone will know that
you are my disciples.” To carry the legacy of Jesus is to
love one another and serve one another. We love and
care for each other through our ministries including our
commitments at the food pantry, doing God’s Work Our
Hands service projects, making LWR quilts, visiting and
singing at nursing homes, and making and sending out
birthday cards. Through our acts of love, everyone may
know that we are followers of Christ. I thank you for
your prayers and willingness to share your love to others.
I thank you for your faithfulness to Christ. I pray that the
Holy Spirit continues to stir us.

WE COME FROM
AMITY EVANGELICAL LUTHERAN CHURCH

Stephenson County was fhe last county in 1linois to be sertied, waiting until after the close
of the Blackhawk War of 1832 for the influx of settlers. The first came largely from Mew Yark, Ohio
and Pennsylvania, followed closely by the lorge Germen Immigration. These twe groups ofasople,
many Lutherans ameng them, provide the background for organizing fwoe Lutheran Churches in Leng on
the 14th of March, 1857,

Rev, EIi Fair come fo Lena in the Spring of 1856 in a typical immigrant wogon, settling on
a farm one and o half miles Morthwest of Lena. He begen preaching and farming to pay expenses. He
was the spiritual father of Amity, organizing it with 27 charter members.

Because the English speaking and German specking people could not agree on the language
and methods of evengelism Imman &l Church was orgonized by Rev, George J. Donmeyer, who had
settled in Buena Vista in 1850, He hod sevenpreaching stations in the county, twe of which developsd
inte fhe cangregations o f Solem |Cross Roods) and Unity. These churches were ofted served by pastors
from Amity.

Cn the organization doy the two congregations ogreed to build o "house 35 x 50 feet, with
basement stery surmounted by o cupola or deme. " The twe congregabiens united in erecton of the
church building, and used it jointly for about eleven years,

During the 109 years 22 pastors served Amity. In this period several major improvements
were made to the church building. In 1912, during the postorate of Rev, Edwerd Derr, extensive re-
modeling resulted in the wnctuany we now usa,

While Rev. Amin Weng wos pastor, it become evident that mare chureh school room was
nesded ond plons were drawn, During the postorate o f Rev. Richard A. Bailey the parish education
unit was built and dedicated September 13, 1954,

In 1965 it became clearly evident that union of the fwo original Lutheran Congregations in
Lena would be desimable, Steps bringing the dissolution of Amity ond Immanue! congregafions resulted
in the fermation of Good Shepherd Lutheran Church on February 27, 1966, ond Rev. Richaord Bailey
was appointed Yice-Pastar,



WE COME FROM -
IMMANUEL’S EVANGELICAL LUTHERAN CHURCH

The early history of Immanuel's Lutheran Church is closely linked to that of the villioge of
Lena. In 1854 when the railrsad was built, @ number of German immigrants settled near Lena. The
Rav, Gearge Donmeyer, who had been sent from Pennsylvania in 1850 a5 o missionary to the Lutherans
in Stephenson County, served the spirifual needs of thase early setblers, Services were held in various
homes end in the cld stone villoge school locoted of the eomer of Lang and Frankiin streats,

However, those God = fearing people desired fo orgonize o church, and on March 14, 1857,
they organized o congregation under the name of "German Evangelical Lutheran Immanyel Congrega-
thon of Lena [llinols. "

Chn that same day Amity Lutheran Cherch waos ol organized. Both congregations were
smal| ond poor, and so they built their first church together, ond used it alternotely for about elevn
years, As Immanuel’s congregation grew stronger, its members decided to build a church for them-
selves, Amity's congregation paid Immanuel's congregation $1000.00, which was used, elong with
denations of the mamgers, to bulld the present |mmanuel's church, The church wos completed and
dedicated on 1859,
