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For where two or three are gathered in my name, I am there
among them. (Matthew 18:20)

This year’s Quilt Sunday was very nice. It was little earlier than usual,
but it turned out just beautiful. I say “Thank You” to all the hands who
sort out, cut, iron, sew, tie, box, and drive. It is a team work. Each
share her/his times, skills, money, laughter, prayers and joys. It is a ho-
ly activity.

One day I was at a meeting with area ministers After hearing the
reports and upcoming schedules, we share our joys and concerns. I told
about our Quilt Sunday. I said that we made 652 quilts. (In fact our total
count is 659 for this year. Piece Corps was rolling. They finished 7
more quilts after we printed bulletin for the Quilt Sunday!)

I explained to
them that Good Shepherd has been making quilts for over 40 years so
that we receive abundance of material donations which helped us to
make quilts. Then our conversation went like this: “So you mean the
total for 40 some years?” one minister asked while others were nodding.
“No, it is just past year. We had a good year!”

I hear a lot of people’s amazement and complements on our quilt minis-
try. Our quilts are pretty and comfortable. They bring smiles and joys
to people. When I talked to this year’s Fall Festival Quilt Raffle win-
ners, they were so excited. I gradually realize that these quilts are not
just blankets to keep us warm but they are the loving presence of God.
As Rene said on the Quilt Sunday that each quilt is our prayers for all
God’s children.

You know, we are doing God’s ministry. Our quilts reach out to God’s
people who are hurt and grieving. Thank you. Thank you for all you do
to share the love of God to the world. I am so proud of our Piece Corps
Quilting Group’s accomplishment every year. Thank you for all you do
for God’s people. And keep up good work! Pr. Miho

The Secretary’s Report was reviewed and approved with a motion
from T. Gordon and second by K. Patterson.

J. Andrews presented the treasurer’s report which included an
August electric bill of $189.67 and gas bill of $133.27. A motion
made by K. Patterson received a second by B. Raymer and
Council fully approved the report.

Pastor Miho reviewed past and future activities and highlighted:
