31By faith Rahab the prostitute did not perish with those who were 

disobedient, because she had received the spies in peace.  32And what more should I say? For time

33who through faith conquered kingdoms, administered justice, obtained promises, shut the mouths 

of lions, 34quenched raging fire, escaped the edge of the sword, won strength out of weakness, 

became mighty in war, put foreign armies to flight.

Others were tortured, refusing to accept release, in order to obtain a better resurrection. 36Others 

suffered mocking and flogging, and even chains and imprisonment.
