First Reading:  Acts 10:34-43 

L:  A reading from the Acts of the Apostles. 
34 

So Peter opened his mouth and said [to the people]: “Truly I under-
stand that God shows no partiality, 

35 
but in every nation anyone who 

fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him. 
36 

As for the word 
that he sent to Israel, preaching good news of peace through Jesus 
Christ (he is Lord of all), 

37 
you yourselves know what happened 

throughout all Judea, beginning from Galilee after the baptism that 
John proclaimed: 

38 
how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy 

Spirit and with power. He went about doing good and healing all who 
were oppressed by the devil, for God was with him.

witness that everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of 
sins through his name.”

and by which you are being 

saved, if you hold fast to the word I preached to you—unless you be-
lieved in vain. 

 



3 
For I delivered to you as of first importance what I also received: that 

Christ died for our sins in accordance with the Scriptures, 
4 
that he was 

buried, that he was raised on the third day in accordance with the 
Scriptures, 

5 
and that he appeared to Cephas, then to the twelve. 

6 
Then 

he appeared to more than five hundred brothers at one time, most of 
whom are still alive, though some have fallen asleep. 

7 
Then he ap-

peared to James, then to all the apostles. 
8 
Last of all, as to one untime-

ly born, he appeared also to me. 
9 
For I am the least of the apostles, un-

worthy to be called an apostle, because I persecuted the church of 
God. 

10 
But by the grace of God I am what I am, and his grace toward 

me was not in vain. On the contrary, I worked harder than any of 
them, though it was not I, but the grace of God that is with 
me. 

11 
Whether then it was I or they, so we preach and so you believed.
